Here’s my original
inspiration for “600™:

“As people we are always changing and evolving aysthat everyone else can
see except us. No matter how strong our initiannts to stay true to ourselves,
adjustments to meet the survival demands of liéei@evitable. Going out to Asia and
experiencing almost two years in the entertainnredhistry, | saw the most immoral
and detestable things people do to themselvesaoidather that repulsed my moral
ideals. The saddest part of it was that | saw fpreis partaking in this kind of
corruption and conforming themselves because ewery@s doing it.

However, after much contemplation, | realized itswéa just Asia that was
dark; it was the societal concept of survival tbatises us to bring out the worst in
human beings. But is it wrong to want to survive?séll your morals and beliefs and
adapt to society. Few people in this world can bsithvive successfully in life and
also stay true to themselves. | hope to be onaerhi time will tell. “600” is a dark
part of me that wanted to be corrupted like thé oéthe world... but later found only
loneliness and guilt waiting for me at the endnaf tunnel...”
